The community event will take place outside of Music Hall at 
the corner of Elm and 14th Streets prior to the scheduled Cincinnati Pops concert.  Special guests for the ceremony 
will include the honorable Mayor Mark Mallory, Councilmember Roxanne Qualls, SCPA Principal Dr. Jonathon Futch, 
along with musical performances by SCPA students. 
 
In recognition of Maestro Kunzel’s monumental achievements, the Cincinnati City Council unanimously voted last 
Wednesday to add the name “Erich Kunzel Way” to the stretch of Elm Street between Central Parkway and 14th 
Street, bridging Maestro Kunzel’s true passions – the Orchestra’s home at Music Hall and the new School for the 
Creative and Performing Arts. 
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
